About Maloritskiy district

The Malorit district is located in the southwestern part of the Brest region.
The area of the district is 1.4 thousand square kilometers, of which 57.1
thousand hectares are arable lands, 64 thousand hectares are forests.

The area extends 48 km from the north to the south, and 36 km from the
west to the east. The rayon borders on Brest, Kobrin, Zhabinka rayons of Brest
region, and Volyn region of Ukraine.

The center of the district is the town of Malorita. The rayon includes 78
rural settlements, administratively divided into 8 village councils: Velikorit,
Gvoznitskiy, Lukovskiy, Mokranskiy, Oltushkiy, Orekhovskiy, Khotyslavskiy,
Chernianskiy.

The Region has a population of 22,4 thousand, including 12,9 thousand
urban and 10,2 thousand rural residents.

The Rita, Malorita, Seredova, Osipovka, Zamshanka and Prirva rivers
flow through the rayon. There are lakes: Orekhovskoe, Oltushka, Maloye
Dvorishchanskoe and Lukovskoe water reservoir.
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Of mineral resources, there are: peat, sapropels, building sands and chalk.
Soils are predominantly soddy-carbonate, soddy-podzolic boggy, peaty-boggy.

In Malorit district there are 5 zakazniks (one biological reserve of national
importance Lukovo and four local reserves Gusak, Khmelevka, Hotislavsky and
Orekhovsky) and 14 monuments of nature.

The list of historical and cultural monuments includes 42 objects: 31
historical monuments, 8 architectural monuments, 3 archaeological monuments.

The unique natural monument is Pozhezhinskiy "Tsar-oak" - natural
monument of the republican significance, the oldest tree in Belarus (about 800
years old, 46 meters in height, more than 2 meters in diameter).

The agro-industrial complex of the district is represented by 12
organizations, including 9 agricultural organizations. The largest of them: CUE
"Hotislavsky"”, CUE "Savushkino”, SPK "Doropeevichi”, OJSC "Krasny
Partizan". There are also 33 registered farms in the rayon.

The rayon industry is represented by three industrial enterprises - the
Malorita Canning and Vegetable Growing Plant, the Kvarz-MelProm CJSC,
and the Malorita Housing and Communal Service.

The educational system of the rayon includes 40 educational institutions,
including: 18 institutions of general secondary education (1 district gymnasium,
15 secondary schools, 2 basic school), 14 institutions of preschool education, 1
institution of additional education, 1 district educational-methodical cabinet, 1
district social-pedagogical center, 1 center of corrective and developmental
training and rehabilitation, 1 educational-resort educational institution, 3 family
type children's homes, 1 agricultural production lyceum.

Medical care for the population of the district is provided by the Malorita
Central District Hospital, which includes: 5 outpatient clinics working on the
principle of general practitioner, 10 feldsher-midwife stations, 2 nursing
hospitals.

The network of cultural institutions in the region is represented by the
state cultural institution "Malorita District Center of Culture” (City House of
Culture, District Center of Folk Art, Automobile Club, 12 village Houses of
Culture, Village Club in the village Dvorishche, House of Folklore in the
villages of Uzhovo and Doropeevichi. The House of Folklore in the villages of
Uzhovo and Doropeevichi, and the House of Crafts in the village of Oltush. The
state cultural institution "Malorita district centralized library system" (district
library, children's library, 16 rural branch libraries, rural library-club, mobile
library (bibliobus); children art school" (3 branches in Cherniany, Hotislav and
Oltush); state cultural institution "Malorita district methodical center of cultural
and educational work".

For the organization of sports and physical culture and health-improving
work there are: sports complex "Zhemchuzhina" USU "Specialized children's
and youth school of Olympic reserve of Malorita district”; city stadium; 2
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indoor swimming pools in a universal sports complex "Pearl"; 1 mini-pool
(based on kindergarten Ne 5 in Malorita. Malorita); a gym; 1 track for cross-
country skiing; 2 tennis courts; 1 outdoor hockey pitch; 2 fields with artificial
turf for mini-football (at the district gymnasium and secondary school Nel).

The local trade network includes about 307 trade facilities. There is a
restaurant, cafe, cafeteria, and bar at the service of guests and residents of the
district.

Banking activities in the Malorita District are carried out by two banks,
Belarusbank OJSC and Belagroprombank OJSC.

The tourist potential of the Malorit region is represented by 5 agro-farms,
the center of folk art, the house of crafts, two folklore houses, 10 school
museums, a hotel, 6 catering establishments, 3 recreation centers and many
others.

There are 3 roadside service objects located along the roads of national
Importance in the rayon.
